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Liapunova V., Nehrii O. The role of the family in the education of tolerance of young children

The article examines a current problem — the role of the family in the education of tolerance of young children in modern
society. An interpretation of the meaning of the term «tolerancey is provided, the main developments of scientists on this issue
are presented. The main legislative documents of Ukraine, which emphasize the education of tolerance in young children, were
reviewed and analyzed. The difference between the concept of «tolerancey and the concept of «tolerancey is emphasized. It has
been studied that tolerance is not the same as tolerance, tolerance goes from higher to lower, and tolerance is respect for others
as equals. The expediency of starting the formation of tolerance of children of early preschool age in the conditions of family
education is argued. We emphasize that the education of tolerance of the younger generation is a necessary condition in rela-
tions between individuals, in the family and community, in children's educational institutions, schools, universities and centers
of non-formal education, at home and at work it is necessary to form an atmosphere of tolerance, open relations, attentiveness
to each other one and a sense of solidarity. We emphasize that when communicating with family members, the orientation
of a young child to socially acceptable norms of interaction increases, feeling unity with relatives, the child learns to empathize,
sympathize, support and help others. Recommendations for parents/guardians are highlighted, which will help to properly raise
a tolerant personality in relation to other «not like us» people. Pedagogical conditions for the formation of tolerance in young
children in the context of family education are indicated, taking into account the principles from the «Declaration of Principles
of Tolerance». We are convinced that the main methods of raising the tolerance of a young child in the family are the own exam-
ple of adults, joint games and activities with parents/guardians, conversations, walks.

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Mazur S. Moral autonomy of adolescents in the social context

The article deals with the issue of the formation of adolescents’ moral autonomy in the social context. The research works
on the whole issue and content of the value of adolescents’ moral autonomy are analysed. Based on the experience of the USA,
Ukraine and the CIS countries, the content and variety of the methods and directions of the adolescent public organizations func-
tioning have been described. It has been proven that, in general, autonomy refers to a person's ability to think, feel, and make
decisions about their future, and the term "autonomy" refers to the growing capacity of adolescents to think, feel, and make
decisions. It is emphasized that autonomy has different types, namely, emotional, behavioural, value / moral autonomy, which
are systemically interconnected. Teenagers’ are characterized by the dominance of moral autonomy that acquires a decisive
importance. The author highlights the value of moral identity as an aspect of a person's "integral" identity. Formation of inte-
gral identity is a process in which moral values are central elements establishing a permanent sense of oneself. It is emphasized
that an important element of adolescents’ general social autonomy is not so much "physical" autonomy, but moral autonomy.
A theoretical review of scientific works devoted to the issue of identity formation, in particular moral and social ones, was car-
ried out. The author offers a number of markers, which influence the formation of moral autonomy of adolescents in the social
context. On the basis of the theoretical analysis, conclusions are made regarding the potentially effective influence of public
organizations as a social landscape on the formation and development of positive moral research on the whole issue and content
of the values of adolescents’ moral autonomy.
