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O. Lytovchenko. Social Work in Disasters as an Aspect in Social Work (using the example of Great Britain)

The materials of the article present the results of the research on such an aspect of social work as social work in disasters
(calamities, emergencies), particularly illustrated by the example of Great Britain.

It is emphasized that such an aspect in international social work is important for Ukrainian specialists who are compelled
to professionally respond to significant challenges and operate in conditions of emergencies.

The analysis of scientific and practical sources, including works of social work practitioners in Great Britain, allowed to
summarize the following theses: when determining practical strategies for providing support, it is necessary to consider both
local and global contexts, specialized knowledge and experience are important for social workers at local, national, and inter-
national levels (Lena Dominelli; Margaret Alston, Tricia Hazeleger, Desley Hargreaves, and others); social workers today
operate in such extraordinary situations as floods, droughts, cold spells, storms, fires, climate change, earthquakes, volcanic
eruptions, hurricanes, pandemics, chemical spills, armed conflicts, terrorism. Related issues include migration problems, refu-
gees, relevant concepts include 'trauma’, 'mental disorders', as well as 'resilience’, 'social connections', 'recovery'.

Emphasis is placed on the role of social workers in disaster situations, whose involvement 'extends beyond the initial crisis.’
The specificity of providing assistance at different stages is highlighted: during preparedness for emergencies, during the disas-
ter itself, and in practical activities post-disaster. Important issues include ensuring cultural integration and fair and equitable
access to services for all. Among other important aspects, the authors also draw attention to gender differences in responding
to emergency situations.

Various concepts are relevant, including vulnerability, adaptability, social capital, and so on. In the context of social work in
emergency situations, an approach focused on clients' strengths is important, emphasizing resilience and others.
