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The cantata «Kobzar's Songy in combination with the prologue consists of five contrasting parts, united by the embodiment
of the idea of national identity, which forms the importance of Ukrainian culture and heritage for future generations. The
cantata is written for soloists and a mixed choir accompanied by a symphony orchestra. The figurative content of the cantata
contains a wide range of feelings and a vivid description of a peaceful night and the song of the kobzar, who calls on the Cos-
sacks to return to protect their homeland from the Tatar horde, the death of the kobzar, the battle of the Cossacks and the solemn
and tragic victory march of the Cossacks. The image of the kobzar is strong, prophetic, which emphasizes the following idea
"until the song dies — the Cossacks cannot be killed." The orchestral accompaniment brings its own peculiarities to the sound
of the choir, expands the cantata's imaginative sphere, and the presence of soloists emphasizes its drama.

So, the cantata «Kobzar's Song» by H. Vereta is the embodiment of the idea of national identity. Through the use
of Ukrainian folklore and historical themes, the cantata gives listeners the opportunity to experience national pride for
the Cossacks in the struggle for Ukraine's independence.

The article examines the history of the emergence of mediation as an effective procedure for peaceful resolution of disputes,
as well as mediation in Asian culture and religion, which emphasize understanding, balance and harmony in relationships.

The scientific views of domestic and foreign scientists on the specific characteristics of mediation, which, for their part, are
subordinated to the relevant needs, are analyzed. The foundations of modern mediation were laid by Far Eastern legal cultures,
as well as modern American solutions. Mediation has been trusted since ancient times by people endowed with experience,
authority, trust, and inner balance.

Mediation is considered as a way of resolving conflicts in independent Ukraine in the 90s of the 20th century, which is devel-
oping, taking into account cultural and national characteristics. The key goal of mediation is to eliminate negative emotions
and guide the people involved in the conflict in the right way, so that they begin to notice common interests and independently
resolve existing contradictions.

1t is indicated that mediation provides an opportunity for its participants to identify controversial issues, reduce commu-
nication barriers, develop proposals for solving problematic situations, and, if the participants wish, to conclude on mutually
beneficial terms. The universal goal of mediation can be considered the achievement of agreement, that is, mutual agreements
that are at least "acceptable” to both sides of the conflict.

1t is emphasized that the mediator's professionalism, experience, authority and neutrality and his communication skills,
which are focused on the respective needs of the parties, lead to the resolution of conflicts.

It has been proven that for Ukraine, the historical experience of foreign countries in the implementation and use of media-
tion is invaluable, as it will help to create its own reliable and effective system of mediation implementation.
